Athlete & Coach Registration at ESPN’s Wide World of Sports®  

• Sessions can begin up to 30 minutes early (except 8:00am session). Plan to arrive a minimum of 45 minutes prior to stretch!! 

• Submit your Disney Sports Waiver (athlete & coach), receive credentials and athlete gift prior to entering the complex.  

• Sports Waiver links (athlete & coach) are posted at presidentialclassic.com   

• Bringing a pre-filled waiver will expedite your check-in process. Athlete waivers must be submitted with the athlete present at check in. 
They will not be accepted by email or fax in advance.  

• Pre-registration hours will be available on Thursday, Feb. 13th** between 2:00pm—7:00pm. Take advantage if your travel schedule 
permits! Athletes and coaches are encouraged to check in prior to their competition day. 

• Be sure to keep your credentials with you throughout the weekend. They are your ticket to enter the complex. 
 
USA Coaches, bring your USA Pro Membership card.  

• Coaches without verifiable Pro member status will be allowed entry via spectator admission and will not have access to the competition floor.  

• Providing the names and USA numbers of attending coaches in advance to Sharyn@usacompetitions.com will expedite your check-in pro-
cess. Membership information will be verified in advance and your name will be included on the check-in list.  

• Coaches must also initial the USA Gymnastics sign-In sheet at the main computer scoring table on the competition floor. 
   
Athlete rotation cards will be located at each gym’s (Red/White/Blue) music tables. Pick up your cards at the beginning of each session. 
Rotation sheets will be posted online the week prior to the competition at rotationsheets.com  
 
Coaches meeting — There will be a brief 5 minute scratch meeting at the beginning of each session. 
 
Cash Prizes for 1st-3rd place team every session—Optional team prizes: 1st Place $200 / 2nd Place $150 / 3rd Place $100. Compulsory 
team prizes: 1st Place $100 / 2nd Place $80 / 3rd Place $50  

• Cash prizes will be awarded 50% to coaches from the winning teams at the meet & 50% to gym via check.  

• Coaches claim winnings by signing the award ledger held by the Meet Director in their competition gym.  

• If prize money is not claimed at the meet, the full amount will be mailed to the club.  

• Level 10 Team: Team placement will be awarded after session R9.  

• There will be four $50 gift card coaches drawings in each level 10 session! 
 
Awards Ceremonies—Award ceremonies take place immediately following each session. 50% + 1 is awarded individually. 100% All Around is 
awarded. Top five teams awarded every session, each level.  
 
Event merchandise booths are located in the Awards area. Please visit them at any time! 
 
Coaches Hospitality—Snacks, coffee and water will be provided throughout the event. Disney issued gift cards for dining at your conven-
ience, will be distributed (with a club coach signature & ID) at the computer scoring table inside the competition venue. Clubs will re-
ceive one $15.00 gift card for every four athletes attending. Clubs with both girls and boys enrolled will receive separate gift card allotments. Do 
not lose the gift cards. They are like cash and can be used at any restaurant or gift shop/store on Disney property (small snack kiosks may be the 
only exception. Inquire first if they accept the cards).
